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Role Of The University:

1. Select 5 students based on the criteria provided by KSHEC

2. The University will cover the travel expenses for the selected number of students.

3. The University will ensure coordination between KSHEC and students throughout
the entire programme.

4. The University must welcome students into campus life and encourage them to
share their experiences and inspire future groups within 60 days of their return.

5. The University must support a press conference to announce the programme and
homecoming event in coordination with KSHEC.

The KSHEC has invited expression of interest from the University to participate in
the SCOUT programme on 7.5.2024. Accordingly, a letter expressing interest was
sent on 13.5.2024 stating the interested will be selected as per the objective
parameters and adhering to the standard eligibility criteria.

The University after following the eligibility criteria and parameters has selected five
students — one each from SC/ST,OBC and Minority community and 2 students from
General Merit. Prof. K.R. Jalaja, Dean of Commerce Faculty and Nodal Officer for
SCOUT programme is deputed for mentoring the students.

As per the agreed terms, the travel expenses of five students and one teacher Rs.
4,74,861-00 (Four Lakh Seventy four thousand eight hundred sixty one only) has been
paid by the University.

This is a unique opportunity extended to the Undergraduate students of the
university providing an exposure to the students an experience of UK education and to
develop professional and academic skills.

The matter is placed before the Academic Council for information and approval
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
