Pre-University College Principals’ Counselling Meet

Dr. Manmohan Singh Bengaluru City University's College Development Council,
organized Pre-University College Principals’ Counselling Meet in collaboration
with Pre-University college principals.

In his inaugural address, Puttanna,Member of the Legislative Council,
expressed serious concern over the alarming situation of nearly 90% teaching
vacancies in public universities.

He also mentioned increasing emphasis placed by parents and educational
institutions on students’ academic marks rather than their overall personality
development.

He observed that parental pressure often compels students to pursue medical
and engineering streams, overlooking alternative skill-oriented and vocational
career options.

He remarked that Pre-University education functions as a critical transitional
phase, and without proper guidance from parents and institutions, students
may be led toward unsuitable career paths.



He further directed the officials of the Pre-University Education Board to
effectively disseminate the objectives and goals of the programme among
students, parents, and affiliated colleges.

Prof. Ramesh B, Vice-Chancellor of Dr. Manmohan Singh Bengaluru City
University, elaborated on the objectives of the counselling meet and presented
statistical data on student dropout rates in India.

He cautioned that if this crisis continues, it would adversely affect the nation’s
overall development.

Emphasizing the urgency of collaborative initiatives between Pre-University
institutions and degree colleges, he outlined several job-oriented programmes
introduced by the University during the current academic year.

He also noted that diploma and certificate courses in nearly fourteen foreign
languages, along with programmes in artificial intelligence, interior design,
digital marketing, and large-scale employment initiatives, sports, and cultural
activities, have been launched to ensure holistic student development.

Manojkumar Kolla, Additional Director, Department of School Education (PUC),
Bengaluru South District, extended his support to the initiative and appreciated
the University’s efforts to address these challenges.

He observed that a significant gap has historically existed between Pre-
University and degree colleges due to limited coordinated engagement.

Palaksha, Additional Director, Department of School Education (PUC),
Bengaluru North District, commended the initiative and described it as the first
of its kind among state universities in Karnataka.

Members of the Syndicate and Academic Council were present on the
occasion. Dr. Supreeth, Syndicate Member, welcomed the gathering, Prof.
Shivashankar proposed the vote of thanks, and Ms. Vani compered the
programme.
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
