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Nexus Edge 2026 Management Concalve inauguration ceremony at JJ auditorium

Nexus Edge 2026, an In-
dustry Governance and
Management Conclave,
was organized at Jnana
Jyothi Auditorium under
the joint auspecies of Dr.

Addressing the gather-
ing as the Chief Guest,
Vice-Chancellor  Prof.
Ramesh B. emphasized

He explained that the
University has already
initiated the process of
revising curricula to
align with the emerging
needs of the industry. In
this direction, employa-

organizations. He urged
students to go beyond
merely earning degrees

and to equip themselves
with advanced techno-
logical skills and entre-
preneurial abilities to
build a strong future for
themselves.

Delivering the key-
note address, T.R. Par-
asharaman, Chairman

of the ASSOCHAM,
Karnataka State Devel-
opment Council, stat-
ed that the next decade
will be dominated by
technology-driven gov-
ernance. He analyzed
that India’s economy is
gradually shifting from
a service-sector—centric
model towards manu-
facturing, opening up
significant opportunities

and a golden era for mi-
cro, small, and medium
enterprises. He also ad-
vised students to devel-
op not only technical
expertise, digital skills,
and the ability to use ar-
tificial intelligence, but
also to cultivate good
conduct and profession-
al ethics.

IIBS Chairman Dr.
Jaiprakash and ZOHO
Director Rajalaksh-
mi Srinivasan also ad-
dressed the students. Dr.
Nirmala M., Director,
BCUSMS. presided over
the program. Registrar
(Evaluation) Ramesh B.
Kudenatti, Finance Of-
ficer M. V. Vijayalaksh-
mi, and IIBS Principal
Dr. Tripuraneni Jaggaiah
were present on the dais.
Prof. Ritika Sinha de-
livered the introductory
address.

Special lectures by ex-
perts on various topics
such as- synergy for
skill empowerment, car-
reer interface, leadership
insights- were organized
as part of the conference.

Authority, formally in-
augurated the centre at
Jnanajyoti Auditorium,
Central College campus
on 8th January, 2026.
Speaking on the occa-
sion, Prof. Bilimale ap-
preciated the Universi-
ty’s ‘MARGA’ initiative
and said that it is com-
mendable to provide
skill development and
competitive examination
training at a time when
traditional curricula and
teaching methods are no
longer sufficient to shape
students’ career paths.
He opined that by de-
signing academic pro-
grammes aligned with
industry  requirements
and by offering appropri-
ate guidance and train-

ing, meaningtul support
can be extended to the
student community. He
noted that social justice
has become elusive due
to the shrinking of gov-
ernment job opportuni-
ties and the absence of
reservation benefits in
the private sector.

He further analysed that
the policy of establish-
ing one university per
district in Karnataka
has pushed public uni-
versities into a serious
crisis, owing to financial
constraints and delays in
the recruitment of per-
manent faculty. He sug-
gested that Public-Pri-
vate Partnership (PPP)
model could be a viable

option under the present
circumstances. He urged
the State Government to
revive the publication
‘Udyoga Mitra.

Retired IAS  officer
Dr.C.S. Kedar and K.A.
Dayanand, = Commis-
sioner, KHB, shared
their life experiences and
assured their full coop-
eration for the Universi-
ty’s special initiative.
Prof. A. Narayana Pras-
ad, former State Nodal
Officer (Retired) of the
Department of Colle-
giate Education (Em-
ployment and CSR), mo-
tivated students to make
effective use of the skill
training opportunities.
Presiding over the pro-

gramme,  Vice-Chan-
cellor Prof. Ramesh B.
stated that the Civil Ser-
vices offer a valuable op-
portunity to implement
the constitutional ideals
rooted in pluralism and
also achieve the goal of
building an egalitarian
society.
