Workshop on Teaching Philosophy and Methods
 A two-day 
workshop on ‘Teaching 
philosophy , teaching 
methods and forms of 
learning in higher edu-
cation’ was organised by 
the Department of Social 
Work under the joint aus-
pecies  of Dr. MSBCU, 
Samvada, and Badu-
ku on April 16, 2026.
 The workshop 
was inaugurated by the 
Vice-Chancellor Prof. 
Ramesh B., who stressed 
the importance of inte-
grating technology into 
classroom teaching. He 
said that classrooms 
should not remain lim-
ited to syllabus-based 
discussions but must 
connect learning to con-
temporary social issues, 
making teachers more 
relevant to students.
 He observed that 
classrooms should em-
power students “to read 
the world and write the 
word,” and recommend-
ed Paulo Freire’s Peda-
gogy of the Oppressed 
as essential reading 

for young teachers en-
tering the profession.
 On the occasion, 
two books on education 
— PÀ°PÉAiÀÄ PÀ£Àßr and 
²PÀët ¹QÌzÀÝ®è zÀQÌ¹PÉÆArzÀÄÝ 

were released. 
 The inaugural 
session was attended by 
Dr. Krishnamurthy.G, 

Academic Council 
Member of  the Univer-
sity , Prof. Ritika Sinha, 
Chairperson of the 
Department of Social 
Work, Savitha Suresh 
Babu, Programme Di-
rector of Samvada, Mu-
rali Mohan from Baduku 
and Dayananda, journal-

ist from Prajavani. 
 In his address, Sripada 
Bhat discussed various 
levels of the education 
system that shape socie-
ty, including public poli-
cy, philosophy of educa-
tion, social engineering, 
and pedagogy. He traced 
the history of higher ed-

ucation and highlighted 
the gradual decline in 
public funding, which 
he said is contributing 
to the privatisation of 
quality education. He 
also emphasised the cru-
cial role of public uni-
versities.Themes such 
as democratic pedagogy 

inspired by Raymond 
Williams, intercultural 
pedagogy, and critical 
pedagogy were also ex-
plored.
   Banjagere Jayaprakash 
enriched the discussion 
with examples from 
literature to underline 
the value of a multidis-
ciplinary approach to 
teaching. He encouraged 
participants to engage 
with the works of schol-
ars such as R.C.Dhere, 
Romila Thapar, D.R.Na-
garaj, and Günther-Dietz 
Sontheimer.
   Dr. Nitya Vasudevan, 
Prof. Azim Premji Uni-
versity highlighted gen-
der-sensitive teaching 
methods in classrooms.
Lakshmipathi focused 
on ethics and values in 
teaching. He said class-
rooms inevitably reflect 
the society in which they 
exist, and teachers must 
understand classroom 
diversity and design 
teaching methods rooted 
in constitutional values.

kar (1891–1956), fondly 
known as Babasaheb, 
was an Indian jurist, 
economist, and social 
reformer who played a 
dominant role in draft-
ing the Indian Constitu-
tion as its chief architect.
  A strong advocate for 
social justice, he fought 
against caste discrimi-
nation and worked for 
the rights of margin-
alized communities, 
drawing inspiration 
from democratic ide-
als and the teachings 
of Gautama Buddha.
During his early ac-
ademic years (1913–
1916) at Columbia Uni-
versity in NewYork.
  Dr B. R. Ambedkar 
enrolled in 1913 and, 
by around 1915, be-
gan studying French to 
support his research. 
He learned French un-
der Prof. P. de Bacourt 
in the Department of 
Roman Languages, pri-
marily to access Euro-
pean scholarly works in 
their original languages.
This linguistic train-

ing proved crucial in 
his development as 
a scholar during the 
1910s and 1920s, ena-
bling him to read and 
cite influential works 
such as those of Eugène 
Burnouf, a French In-
dologist’s L’ Introduc-
tion à l’ Histoire du Bud-
dhisme Indien, which 
enriched his under-
standing of Buddhism.
      He was a distinguished 
polyglot, proficient in at 
least 9 to 11 languages. 
His repertoire of Lan-
guages comprised of 
a mix of Indian and 
foreign languages 
which included Mar-
athi (mother tongue), 
Hindi, Gujarati, San-
skrit, Pali, and Prakrit 
, English, French, Ger-
man, Persian, and Urdu. 
      In the following dec-
ades (1920s–1940s), he 
engaged deeply with the 
ideals of the French Rev-
olution—Liberty, Equal-
ity, and Fraternity—
while emphasizing that 
these principles were not 
borrowed from France. 
In a later explanation, he 

asserted that his philo-
sophical foundation was 
rooted in the teachings of 
Gautama Buddha rather 
than in the Revolution.
    In the Indian context, 
he identified the caste 
system as the greatest 
barrier to fraternity and 

proposed the Buddhist 
concept of  Maitree (lov-
ing-kindness), derived 
from the teachings of 
Gautama Buddha, as the 
true moral foundation 
for a democratic soci-
ety. In a 1954 All India 
Radio address, Dr B.R. 
Ambedkar explicitly 
clarified that his philos-
ophy was not derived 
from the French Rev-
olution but was rooted 
in Buddhist thought.
      His engagement 

with French intellec-
tual traditions also in-
cluded research visit 
to Paris, where he con-
sulted major libraries 
and studied the works 
of French  Indologists, 
maintaining a scholarly 
rather than collaborative 
relationship with them.
      On Constitution Day 
in 2025, a permanent 
bronze bust of B. R. 
Ambedkar was installed 
at the headquarters 
of UNESCO in Paris. 
Placed within the UNE-
SCO Garden of Peace, 
it serves as an interna-
tional homage to his 
pivotal role in shaping 
the Indian Constitution.
 On the occasion of 
Ambedkar Jayanti (14th 
April, 2026), a delega-
tion of three French sen-
ators from the France–
India Inter parliamentary 
Friendship Group, led 
by Mireille  Jouve, paid 
tribute and honoured the 
“Father of the Indian 
Constitution” through a 
wreath-laying ceremony.

Colour Polymorphism – 225 Years of Shieldtail Snake Biology
 We are oen scared 
when we hear or see a 
snake.       
  Unfortunately, we are 
unaware that more than 
75% of snakes are not 
venomous, and less than 
7% of them may kill or 
seriously injure people. 
 Snakes are vital eco-
logical agents that keep 
ecosystems balanced by 
acting as predators and 
prey, providing free nat-
ural pest control, and 
assisting with disease 
prevention. ey lim-
it rodent populations, 
which reduces crop 
damage and the spread 
of zoonotic diseases 
like as Lyme disease to 
humans and livestock.
  Shieldtails are little (< 
600 mm) non-venom-

ous snakes that live un-
derground. ey are part 
of the Uropeltidae fami-
ly of snakes, sometimes 
known as uropeltids. 
Shieldtails are named 
by the shape of their 
tail ends, which resem-
ble a disc-shaped shield. 
Shieldtails are current-
ly found in 73 different 
species across India and 
Sri Lanka. Rhinophis is 
the second most diverse 
genus of shieldtails, with 
27 species and the only 
one found in India and 
Sri Lanka. Although Sri 
Lanka has the greatest 
diversity of Rhinophis 
(20 species), India today 
contains seven. Shield-
tail snakes' ecology is still 
poorly known. ere is 
little known about what 

they do underground, 
how they reproduce, 
when they emerge above 
ground, and their overall 
behavior, making it diffi-
cult to assess threat levels 
and conservation status.
     Dr. Venu G, an In-
ternational Union for 
Conservation of Na-
ture (IUCN) recognized 
caecilian expert and 
currently serving as a 
faculty, department of 
Zoology, Dr. Manmohan 
Singh Bengaluru City 
University, in collabo-
ration with researchers 
from Karnataka State 
Open University, My-
suru, Indian Institute 
of Science, Bengaluru, 
Central Coffee Research 
Institute, Chikmagalur, 
Chandigarh University, 
Mohali, Kalinga Foun-
dation, Agumbe, and 
Bangalore University, 
Bengaluru, observed a 
remarkable intraspe-
ciĕc variation in the 

dorsal pattern (dorsal 
color polymorphism) in 
young and adults, as well 
as males and females of 
Rhinophis sanguineus 
during their herpeto-
faunal expeditions in 
the Western Ghats (Fig. 
1). ey discovered a 
male Rhinophis san-
guineus with undivid-
ed subcaudals, which is 
an unusual occurrence 
among shieldtails (Fig. 
2). Also, they identiĕed 
a new population of R. 
karinthandani in Bhaga-
mandala, on the Kodagu 
Plateau, almost 70 kilo-
meters north of the pre-
viously known range in 
the Wayanad plateau, the 
ĕrst record for the state 
of Karnataka (Fig. 3). 
eir ĕndings were 
published in Zootaxa, a 
prestigious internation-
al magazine published 
by Magnolia Press in 
New Zealand (http://doi.
