Tribute to freedom fighter and social thinker Dr. H.S. Doreswamy
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Saalumarada Thimmakka-Eco Feminist

The ‘Mother of Green-
ery’ Saalumarada Thim-
makka, from Tumkur dis-
trict of Karnataka. She
had not received formal
education. She married
to Bikkala Chikkayya
but they didn’t get chil-
dren even after several
years of marriage. After
being blamed by society
for a long time she de-
cided to plant trees and
raise them as their own
children. Oppression of
women and the exploita-
tion of nature are deeply
connected in patriarchal
society. If a married
woman is not able to give
birth to children, she will
face exploitation in the
patriarchal society. As
Leela Dube’s ‘Seed and
Earth’ concept explains,
using metaphors like
seed and earth as com-
paring ‘men as seed’
and ‘women as earth’.

Because of these rea-
sons they started plant-
ing trees as children of
their own. Finally, she
had more than 8000
children in the form of
trees. She proved that
motherhood isn’t de-
fined by giving birth, but
also through nurturing
and protecting trees. She
became an inspiration
for many women who
were blamed by society
for not having children.

She started state and
national environmental
protection  campaigns
and founded a trust
named  “Saalumarada
Thimmakka internation-
al foundation” in 2014 to
create awareness among
the communities about
preserving nature. For
her environmental con-
tributions she received
national citizens award
in 1996, Indira Priya-
darshini Vriksha Mitra
in 1997, Nadoja award
from Hampi Univer-
sity in 2010 and she
was selected in BBC’s
100 most prominent

women list in 2016.
